Families’ Judges Pick $150
Based on groups interpretation of the theme.

Individuals’ Judges Pick $150
Based on individuals interpretation of the theme.

Merry Makers Mask Award — Two double passes to Nelson Arts Festival
show'’s of your choice.

This is an award that keeps alive Kim Merry’s commitment to creativity and to
adults embracing the spirit of the Masked Parade. It will be awarded for the
mask that best reflects these values in the Individual, Business, Community
Group or Family sections.
